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During the Third month of the project, our working group reviewed and analyzed the data we collected in the past three months, including quantitative and qualitative data from public meeting, census data from US Census and Bureaus of Labor Statistic, and GIS data from Rockford Co., Bruce Harris Co., US Geological Survey (USGS), ESRI, and Illinois Clearinghouse. We decided to use PowerPoint for the Sep. 16th presentation in Shelbyville, and an initial content of the presentation was discussed on the workshop. Concerning the iLab website, we got the responses to the article about the public forum in the Shelbyville newspaper and approved the first residents from Shelby County to post to the forum. Our group member had four one-to-one meetings in Shelbyville and ACOE-Lake Shelbyville in order to gather sector-specific data. Postcard was created in the last few weeks, and it will be sent out once the 16th meeting is confirmed by Shelby County board. A polygon shape file was successfully converted from the vector data from Rockford Co. We also posted hundreds of area photos on iLab we took on July 26th flight in Shelby County. Those pictures gave us more perspective of the entire county. 
The four one-to-one interviews in Shelbyville and ACOE-Lake Shelbyville were with Andrea Lewis, Operation Manager, Alan Spesard, County Engineer, John V. Freeman, and Randy Sims, County Sheriff. From those four meeting, we got sector-specific data on issues such as lake development, county infrastructure, zoning implications and law enforcement needs. The first resident from Shelby County to post to the forum was approved, so we are going to have to be more vigilant with the watching of the site. We hope that these people will start posting and telling their neighbors about this. We have a feeling that the people who post will be having questions about the zoning of the county, so we will have responsibility to answer the questions. Converting the vector data from Rockford Co. to shape file polygon give us possibility to create zoning map for the finial comprehensive plan based on parcels. Till now, we have already collected most of the GIS data, which help us creating visual geography maps and analyzing current natural and municipal resources in Shelby County.  
During the next month, we will prepare for the PowerPoint presentation to the Shelby County Board in Sep. 16th and discuss the possible solution to the issues identified. In order to have a visualized presentation, we plan to have a base map, and maps to show the sensitive lands in Shelby County, such as government land and Lake of Shelbyville. We will review the interviews we had in the last few weeks on a report format. Other four one-to one meetings will be scheduled in the next month. We hope we can gather more insights on the resource base that now exists.
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
